In order for the School Board to monitor whether the educational program is attaining these 

objectives and to be knowledgeable of current and future resource needs, the Superintendent shall 

prepare an annual report that includes: 

1. A review and evaluation of the present curriculum. 

2. A projection of curriculum and resource needs. 

3. An evaluation of, and plan to eliminate, any bias in the curriculum or instructional materials 

and methods concerning the classifications referred to in item 8, above. 

4. Any plan for new or revised instructional program implementation. 

5. A review of present and future facility needs.

Scho ol Accountability   

According to the Illinois General Assembly, the primary purpose of schooling is the transmission of 

knowledge and culture through which students learn in areas necessary to their continuing 

development and entry into the world of work. To fulfill that purpose, the State Board of Education 

prepared State Goals for Learning with accompanying Illinois Learning Standards. 

The School Board gives priority in the allocation of resources, including funds, time, personnel, and 

facilities, to fulfilling this purpose. 

Quality Assurance 

The Board continuously monitors student achievement and the quality of the Districtôs work.  The 

Superintendent shall supervise the following quality assurance components, in accordance with State 

statute and State Board of Education rules, and continuously keep the Board informed: 

1. Prepare each schoolôs annual recognition application and quality assurance appraisal, 

whether internal or external, to assess each schoolôs continuous school improvement.  

2. If applicable, implement a No Child Left Behind Act plan, including the completion of the 

NCLB Consolidated Application, and seek Board approval where necessary or advisable.  

3. Continuously assess whether the District and its schools are making adequate yearly progress 

as defined by State law.  

4. If applicable, develop District and School Improvement Plans, present them for Board 

approval, submit them to the State Superintendent for verification, and supervise their 

implementation.  If applicable, develop a restructuring plan for any school that remains on 

academic watch status after a fifth annual calculation.  

5. Prepare a school report card, present it at a regular Board meeting, and disseminate it as 

provided in State law.  

School Choice for Students Enrolled in a School Identified for Improvement, Corrective Action, or 

Restructuring  

This section applies to only those students enrolled in a school identified by the Board for school 

improvement, corrective action, or restructuring as defined by federal law. Those students may 

transfer to another public school within the District, if any, that has not been so identified. If there 

are no District schools available into which a student may transfer, the Superintendent or designee 

shall, to the extent practicable, establish a cooperative agreement with other districts in the area. A 

student who transfers to another school under this policy may remain at that school until the student 

completes the highest grade at that school. The District shall provide transportation only until the end 

of the school year in which the transferring school ceases to be identified for school improvement or 

subject to corrective action or restructuring. All transfers and notices provided to parents/guardians 

and transfer requests are governed by State and federal law.  
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Students from low-income families shall be provided supplemental educational services as provided 

in federal law if they attend any District school that:  (1) failed to make adequate yearly progress for 

3 consecutive years, or (2) is subject to corrective action or restructuring.

Exhibit - Resolution Declining Requests to Accept Non -Resident Choice Students  

WHEREAS, schools identified for school improvement, corrective action, or restructuring under the 

federal Elementary and Secondary Education Act, 20 U.S.C. §6316, as added by the No Child Left 

Behind Act of 2001, must offer their students the choice of attending other schools that have not been 

so identified (so-called ñchoice studentsò); 

WHEREAS, this School District may be requested by other school districts to accept and enroll 

students currently attending a school identified for school improvement, corrective action, or 

restructuring; 

WHEREAS, no school in this School District has adequate resources, capacity, and/or staffing that 

would make it a candidate for accepting non-resident choice students from non-district schools 

without harming the educational program it currently offers. 

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT : 

1. The District will not enter into intergovernmental agreement to accept non-resident 

students from non-District schools identified for school improvement, corrective action, 

or restructuring; 

2. The District will not accept non-resident choice students for enrollment, other than 

pursuant to:  (1) an intergovernmental or cooperative agreement; (2) a binding order 

from a court having appropriate jurisdiction; (3) foreign exchange students accepted 

pursuant to District policy; or (4) State or federal law requiring the District to accept a 

non-resident students. 

3. The Superintendent shall keep the School Board apprised of any change in conditions 

that might cause the Board to reconsider this Resolution.

School Year Calendar and Day   

School Calendar 

The School Board, upon the Superintendentôs recommendation and subject to State regulations, 

annually establishes the dates for opening and closing classes, teacher institutes and in-services, the 

length and dates of vacations, and the days designated as legal school holidays. The school calendar 

shall have a minimum of 185 days to ensure 176 days of actual student attendance.  

Commemorative Holidays 

The teachers and students shall devote a portion of the school day on each commemorative holiday 

designated in The School Code to study and honor the commemorated person or occasion. The Board 

may, from time to time, designate a regular school day as a commemorative holiday. 

School Day 

The Board establishes the length of the school day with the recommendation of the Superintendent 

and subject to State law requirements. The Superintendent or designee shall ensure that observances 

required by State law are followed during each day of school attendance.

Organization of Instruction   

The School District has instructional levels for grades 9 through 12. The Superintendent shall 

annually present to the Board a plan for organizing instructional levels and assigning them to school 

facilities in order to: 

1. Support the Districtôs educational program, 

2. Maximize facility usage without undue overcrowding, and  

3. Provide substantially comparable instructional programs across the District. 

Students, for instructional purposes, may be placed in groups within a school that do not necessarily 

follow grade level designations. For purposes of attendance reporting and other records, however, 

each student is assigned a grade-level placement.

Curriculum Development   

Adoption  

The Superintendent shall recommend a comprehensive curriculum that is aligned with: 

1. The Districtôs educational philosophy and goals, 

2. Student needs as identified by research, demographics, and student achievement and other 

data, 

3. The knowledge, skills, and abilities required for students to become life-long learners, 

4. The minimum requirements of State and federal law and regulations for curriculum and 

graduation requirements,  

5. The curriculum of non-District schools that feed into or from a District school, provided that 

the necessary cooperation and information is available,  

6. The Illinois State Learning Standards and any District learning standards, and 

7. Any required State or federal student testing. 

The School Board will adopt, upon recommendation of the Superintendent, a curriculum that meets 

the above criteria.  

Experimental Educational Programs and Pilot Projects  

The Superintendent may recommend experimental educational programs and/or pilot projects for 

Board consideration.  Proposals must include goals, material needs, anticipated expenses, and an 

evaluation process.  The Superintendent shall submit to the Board periodic progress reports for 

programs that exceed one year in duration and a final evaluation with recommendation upon the 

programôs completion. 

Single-Gender Classes and Activities  

The Superintendent may recommend a program of nonvocational single-gender classes and/or 

activities to provide diverse educational opportunities and/or meet studentsô identified educational 

needs. Participation in the classes or activities must be voluntary, both genders must be treated with 

substantial equality, and the program must otherwise comply with State and federal law and with 

Board policy 7:10, Equal Educational Opportunities. The Superintendent must periodically evaluate 

any single-gender class or activity to ensure that: (1) it does not rely on overly broad generalizations 

about the different talents, capabilities, or preferences of either gender, and (2) it continues to comply 

with State and federal law and with Board policy 7:10, Equal Educational Opportunities. 

Development  

The Superintendent shall develop a curriculum review program to monitor the current curriculum and 

promptly suggest changes to make the curriculum more effective, to take advantage of improved 

teaching methods and materials, and to be responsive to social change, technological developments, 

student needs, and community expectations. 
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The Superintendent shall report to the Board as appropriate, the curriculum review programôs efforts 

to: 

1. Regularly evaluate the curriculum and instructional program. 

2. Ensure the curriculum continues to meet the stated adoption criteria. 

3. Include input from a cross-section of teachers, administrators, parents/guardians, and 

students, representing all schools, grade levels, disciplines, and specialized and alternative 

programs. 

4. Coordinate with the process for evaluating the instructional program and materials.

The Superintendent shall develop and provide subject area curriculum guides to appropriate staff 

members.

Student wellness, including good nutrition and physical activity, shall be promoted in the Districtôs 

educational program, school activities, and meal programs. This policy shall be interpreted 

consistently with Section 204 of the Child Nutrition and WIC Reauthorization Act of 2004. 

Goals for Nutrition Education  

The goals for addressing nutrition education include the following: 

 Schools will support and promote good nutrition for students. 

 Schools will foster the positive relationship between good nutrition, physical activity, and the 

capacity of students to develop and learn. 

 Nutrition education will be part of the Districtôs comprehensive health education curriculum. 

See School Board policy 6:60, Curriculum Content.  

Goals for Physical Activity  

The goals for addressing physical activity include the following: 

 Schools will support and promote an active lifestyle for students. 

 Physical education will be taught in all grades and shall include a developmentally planned 

and sequential curriculum that fosters the development of movement skills, enhances health-

related fitness, increases studentsô knowledge, offers direct opportunities to learn how to 

work cooperatively in a group setting, and encourages healthy habits and attitudes for a 

healthy lifestyle. See Board policy 6:60, Curriculum Content.  

 During the school day, all students will be required to engage in a daily physical education 

course, unless otherwise exempted. See Board policy 6:60, Curriculum Content.  

 The curriculum will be consistent with and incorporate relevant Illinois Learning Standards 

for Physical Development and Health as established by the Illinois State Board of 

Education.  

Nutrition Guidelines for Foods Available in Schools During the School Day  

Students will be offered and schools will promote nutritious food and beverage choices consistent 

with the current Dietary Guidelines for Americans and Food Guidance System published jointly by 

the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services and the Department of Agriculture. In addition, 

in order to promote student health and reduce childhood obesity, the Superintendent or designee shall 

control food sales that compete with the Districtôs non-profit food service in compliance with the 

Child Nutrition Act. Food service rules shall restrict the sale of foods of minimal nutritional value, as 

defined by the U.S. Department of Agriculture, in the food service areas during the meal periods and 

comply with all applicable rules of the Illinois Sate Board of Education.  

Guidelines for Reimbursable School Meals  

Reimbursable school meals served shall meet, at a minimum, the nutrition requirements and 

regulations for the National School Lunch Program and/or School Breakfast Program.  
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Monitoring  

The Superintendent or designee shall provide periodic implementation data and/or reports to the 

Board concerning this policyôs implementation sufficient to allow the Board to monitor and adjust 

the policy. 

Community Input  

The Superintendent or designee will invite suggestions and comments concerning the development, 

implementation, and improvement of the school wellness policy from community members, 

including parents, students, and representatives of the school food authority, school administrators, 

and the public.

Curriculum Content   

The curriculum shall contain instruction on subjects required by State statute or regulation as 

follows: 

1. In kindergarten through grade 8, subjects include: (a) language arts, (b) reading, (c) other 

communication skills, (d) science, (e) mathematics, (f) social studies, (g) art, (h) music, and 

(i) drug and substance abuse prevention.  

2. In grades 9 through 12, subjects include: (a) language arts, (b) writing intensive course, (c) 

science, (d) mathematics, (e) social studies including U.S. history, (f) foreign language, (g) 

music, (h) art, (i) driver and safety education, and (j) vocational education.  

Students otherwise eligible to take a driver education course must receive a passing 

grade in at least 8 courses during the previous 2 semesters before enrolling in the 

course. The Superintendent or designee may waive this requirement if he or she 

believes a waiver to be in the studentôs best interest. The course shall include 

classroom instruction on distracted driving as a major traffic safety issue. Automobile 

safety instruction covering traffic regulations and highway safety must include 

instruction on the consequences of alcohol consumption and the operation of a motor 

vehicle. The eligibility requirements contained in State law for the receipt of a 

certificate of completion from the Secretary of State shall be provided to students in 

writing at the time of their registration.  

3. In grades 7 through 12, as well as in interscholastic athletic programs, steroid abuse 

prevention must be taught.  

4. In grades 4 through 12, provided it can be funded by private grants or the federal 

government, violence prevention and conflict resolution must be stressed, including: (a) 

causes of conflict, (b) consequences of violent behavior, (c) non-violent resolution, and (d) 

relationships between drugs, alcohol, and violence.  

5. In grades 3 or above, the curriculum contains a unit on Internet safety, the scope of which 

shall be determined by the Superintendent or designee.  

6. In all grades, character education must be taught including respect, responsibility, fairness, 

caring, trustworthiness, and citizenship in order to raise studentsô honesty, kindness, justice, 

discipline, respect for others, and moral courage.  

7. In all schools, citizenship values must be taught, including: (a) patriotism, (b) democratic 

principles of freedom, justice, and equality, (c) proper use and display of the American flag, 

(d) the Pledge of Allegiance, and (e) the voting process.  

8. In all grades, physical education must be taught including a developmentally planned and 

sequential curriculum that fosters the development of movement skills, enhances health-

related fitness, increases studentsô knowledge, offers direct opportunities to learn how to 

work cooperatively in a group setting, and encourages healthy habits and attitudes for a 

healthy lifestyle. Unless otherwise exempted, all students are required to engage daily during

the school day in a physical education course. For exemptions and substitutions, see policies 

6:310, Credit for Alternative Courses and Programs, and Course Substitution, and 7:260, 

Exemption from Physical Activity.  

9. In all schools, health education must be stressed, including: (a) proper nutrition, (b) physical 

fitness, (c) components necessary to develop a sound mind in a healthy body, and (d) dangers 

and avoidance of abduction. The Superintendent shall implement a comprehensive health 

education program in accordance with State law.  

10. In all schools, career/vocational education must be taught, including: (a) the importance of 

work, (b) the development of basic skills to enter the world of work and/or continue formal 

education, (c) good work habits and values, (d) the relationship between learning and work, 

and (e) if possible, a student work program that provides the student with work experience as 

an extension of the regular classroom. A career awareness and exploration program must be 

available at all grade levels. 

11. In grades 9 through 12, consumer education must be taught, including: financial literacy; 

installment purchasing; budgeting, savings, and investing; banking; simple contracts; income 

taxes; personal insurance policies; the comparison of prices; homeownership; and the roles 

of consumers interacting with agriculture, business, labor unions, and government in 

formulating and achieving the goals of the mixed free enterprise system.  

12. In all schools, conservation of natural resources must be taught, including: (a) home ecology, 

(b) endangered species, (c) threats to the environment, and (d) the importance of the 

environment to life as we know it.  

13. In all schools, United States history must be taught, including: (a) the principles of 

representative government, (b) the Constitutions of the U.S. and Illinois, (c) the role of the 

U.S. in world affairs, (d) the role of labor unions, and (e) the role and contributions of ethnic 

groups, including but not limited to, the African Americans, Albanians, Asian Americans, 

Bohemians, Czechs, French, Germans, Hispanics (including the events related to the forceful 

removal and illegal deportation of Mexican-American U.S. citizens during the Great 

Depression), Hungarians, Irish, Italians, Lithuanians, Polish, Russians, Scots, and Slovakians 

in the history of this country and State.  

In addition, all schools shall hold an educational program on the United States Constitution 

on Constitution Day, each September 17, commemorating the September 17, 1787 signing of 

the Constitution. However, when September 17 falls on a Saturday, Sunday, or holiday, 

Constitution Day shall be held during the preceding or following week.  

14. In grade 7 and all high school courses concerning U.S. history or a combination of U.S. 

history and American government, students must view a Congressional Medal of Honor film 

made by the Congressional Medal of Honor Foundation, provided there is no cost for the 

film.  

15. In all schools, the curriculum includes a unit of instruction on the Holocaust and crimes of 

genocide, including Nazi atrocities of 1933-1945, Armenian Genocide, the Famine-Genocide 

in Ukraine, and more recent atrocities in Cambodia, Bosnia, Rwanda, and Sudan.  

16. In all schools, the curriculum includes a unit of instruction on the history, struggles, and 

contributions of women.  
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17. In all schools, the curriculum includes a unit of instruction on Black History, including the 

history of the African slave trade, slavery in America, and the vestiges of slavery in this 

country, as well as the struggles and contributions of African-Americans.  

18. In all schools offering a secondary agricultural education program, the curriculum includes 

courses as required by 105 ILCS 5/2-3.80.  

19. In all schools, instruction during courses as determined by the Superintendent or designee on 

disability history, awareness, and the disability rights movement.

Administrative Procedure - Comprehensive Health Education Program  

The major educational areas of the Districtôs comprehensive health education program are described 

below: 

1. In all elementary and secondary schools the health program shall include human ecology and 

health; human growth and development; the emotional, psychological, physiological, hygienic, 

and social responsibilities of family life (including sexual abstinence until marriage); 

prevention and control of disease, and course material and instruction to advise students of 

the Abandoned Newborn Infant Protection Act. The program shall include information about 

cancer, including without limitation, types of cancer, signs and symptoms, risk factors, the 

importance of early prevention and detection, and information on where to go for help.  

2. The grades 6-12 health program shall include the prevention, transmission and spread of 

AIDS; public and environmental health; consumer health; safety education and disaster 

survival; mental health and illness; personal health habits; alcohol and drug use and abuse 

(including the medical and legal ramifications of alcohol, drug, and tobacco use, abuse 

during pregnancy); sexual abstinence until marriage; tobacco; nutrition; and dental health. 

Secondary schools shall include sexual assault awareness.  

3. The following areas may also be included as in the curricula: basic first aid (including 

cardiopulmonary resuscitation and the Heimlich maneuver); heart disease; diabetes; stroke; 

the prevention of child abuse, neglect, and suicide; and teen dating violence in grades 8 

through 12.  

4. In grades 5-12, the health program shall include instruction on alcohol and drug use and 

abuse, including the consequences of drug and substance abuse.  

5. In grades K-8, students should be provided with age-appropriate information about the 

dangers of drug abuse. The Districtôs educational program shall offer drug education units 

that are integrated into the curricula and are designed to promote effective methods for the 

prevention and avoidance of drug and substance abuse.  

6. In grades 7-12, the program shall include the prevention of abuse of anabolic steroids. In 

addition, coaches and sponsors of interscholastic athletic programs shall provide instruction 

on steroid abuse prevention to students participating in these programs.  

7. The family life and sex education program shall be developed in a sequential pattern and 

related in depth and scope to the studentsô physical, emotional, and intellectual maturity 

level. Family life courses offered in grades 6-12, shall include information regarding the 

alternatives to abortion and information regarding the prevention, transmission, and spread of 

AIDS. Course content shall be age-appropriate.  

Class sessions which deal exclusively with human sexuality may be conducted separately for 

males and females. 

8. The health program in grades K-8 shall include annual instruction on the danger of and how 

to avoid abduction as part of the Districtôs regular curriculum. Students shall be given, as 

appropriate, information on child sexual abuse.  

9. Students shall be provided parenting education in grades 6-12.  

10. Students shall be provided safety education in all grades.  
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11. All students shall receive age-appropriate instruction on motor vehicle safety and litter 

control.  

12. Students in grades 9 or 10 shall receive instruction on donations and transplants of 

organs/tissue and blood.  

No student shall be required to take or participate in any class or course on AIDS, family life 

instruction, sex abuse, or organ/tissue transplantation, if his or her parent/guardian submits a written 

objection to the Building Principal. Parents/guardians of students in grades kindergarten through 8 

shall be given at least 5 days written notice before instruction on avoiding sex abuse begins. Refusal 

to take or participate in any such course or program shall not be reason for disciplinary action or 

academic penalty.  

Parents/guardians shall be provided the opportunity to preview all print and non-print materials used 

for instructional purposes.

1. Enhance studentsô school readiness, academic success, and use of good citizenship skills; 

2. Foster a safe, supportive learning environment where students feel respected and valued; 

3. Teach social and emotional skills to all students; 

4. Partner with families and the community to promote studentsô social and emotional 

development; and 

5. Prevent or minimize mental health problems in students.

Disruptive conduct is prohibited and may subject a 

student to discipline. 

The District specifically reserves its right to stop any school-sponsored activity that it determines 

violates this policy, is harmful to the District or the students, or violates State or federal law.

Animals may be brought into school facilities for educational purposes according to procedures 

developed by the Superintendent assuring: (a) the animal is appropriately housed, humanely cared 

for, and properly handled, and (b) students will not be exposed to a dangerous animal or an unhealthy 

environment.  

Experiments on living animals are prohibited; however, behavior studies that do not impair an 

animalôs health or safety are permissible. The dissection of dead animals or parts of dead animals 

shall be allowed in the classroom only when the dissection exercise contributes to or is a part of an 

illustration of pertinent study materials.  All dissection of animals shall be confined to the classroom 

and must comply with The School Code. 

Students who object to performing, participating in, or observing the dissection of animals are 

excused from classroom attendance without penalty during times when such activities are taking 

place. No student will be penalized or disciplined for refusing to perform, participate in, or observe a 

dissection. The Superintendent or designee shall inform students of: (1) their right to refrain from 

performing, participating in, or observing dissection, and (2) which courses contain a dissection unit 

and which of those courses offers an alternative project.

Classroom teacher and/or facility staff responsibilities: 

1. The classroom teacher signing the application must assume primary responsibility for the 

animal. 

2. Before submitting the application, the classroom teacher must check with the school nurse 

regarding any known allergies among students in the classroom. If allergies exist, the teacher 

must contact the parents/guardians for directions. 

3. The applicant must provide to the school office a certificate demonstrating that the animalôs 

vaccinations, if applicable, are current. 

4. Only the teacher or students designated by the teacher are to handle the animals. 

5. If animals are to be kept in the classroom on days when classes are not in session, the teacher 

must make arrangements for their care and safety. 

6. If an animal bites someone at school and the skin is pierced, the teacher must report the 

incident immediately to the school office, who will assume responsibility to notify public 

health authorities. 

Animal ownerôs responsibilities: 

1. The animalôs owner agrees to hold the District, its employees, agents, and assigns harmless 

for any injury to, including death of, the animal. 
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2. The animalôs owner, if different from the person making the application, must sign below 

demonstrating that he or she granted permission for the animal to come into the classroom 

and agrees to the conditions set forth in this application.

Any student who is below the age of 20 years is eligible to enroll in a graduation incentives program 

if he or she:

5. Is enrolled in a bilingual education or LEP program.

Education of Children with Disabilitie s  

The School District shall provide a free appropriate public education in the least restrictive 

environment and necessary related services to all children with disabilities enrolled in the District, as 

required by the Individuals With Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) and implementing provisions of 

The School Code, Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, and the Americans With 

Disabilities Act. The term ñchildren with disabilities,ò as used in this policy, means children between 

ages 3 and 21 (inclusive) for whom it is determined, through definitions and procedures described in 

the Illinois State Board of Educationôs Special Education rules, that special education services are 

needed. 

It is the intent of the District to ensure that students who are disabled within the definition of Section 

504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 are identified, evaluated, and provided with appropriate 

educational services.  Students may be disabled within the meaning of Section 504 of the 

Rehabilitation Act even though they do not require services pursuant to the IDEA. 

For students eligible for services under IDEA, the District shall follow procedures for identification, 

evaluation, placement, and delivery of services to children with disabilities provided in the Illino is 

State Board of Educationôs Special Education rules.  For those students who are not eligible for 

services under IDEA, but, because of disability as defined by Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act 

of 1973, need or are believed to need special instruction or related services, the District shall 

establish and implement a system of procedural safeguards.  The safeguards shall cover studentsô 

identification, evaluation, and educational placement.  This system shall include notice, an 

opportunity for the studentôs parent(s)/guardian(s) to examine relevant records, an impartial hearing 

with opportunity for participation by the studentôs parent(s)/guardian(s), representation by counsel, 

and a review procedure.  

The District may maintain membership in one or more cooperative associations of school districts 

that shall assist the District in fulfilling its obligations to the Districtôs disabled students. 

If necessary, students may also be placed in nonpublic special education programs or education 

facilities.

Administrative Procedure - Access to Classrooms and Personnel  

Access to classrooms and personnel is permitted in limited situations by Section 105 ILCS 5/14-

8.02(g-5), amended by P.A. 96-657.  Guidelines follow: 

1. These guidelines apply to access requested by the parent/guardian of a student receiving 

special education services or being evaluated for eligibility, an independent educational 

evaluator, or a qualified professional retained by or on behalf of a parent/guardian or child. A 

qualified professional means ñan individual who holds credentials to evaluate the child in the 

domain or domains for which an evaluation is sought or an intern working under the direct 

supervision of a qualified professional, including a masterôs or doctoral degree candidate.ò 

These individuals are referred to in this procedure as visitors. 

2. Visitors will be afforded reasonable access to educational facilities, personnel, classrooms, 

and buildings and to the child. To minimize disruption, reasonable access means that the 

parent(s)/guardian(s) or qualified professional retained by or on behalf of a parent/guardian 

or child is allowed access once per school quarter for up to one hour or one class period. A 

visitor may request the authorized administrator to grant longer or additional observations 

based on individual circumstances and provide any supporting documentation in support of 

such a request. A professional evaluator can request longer or additional observations in his 

or her initial request. The administrator may grant, deny, or modify the request, and the 

administratorôs decision shall be final. 

3. Visitors must comply with: 

a. School safety, security, and visitation policies at all times. 

b. Applicable privacy laws, including those laws protecting the confidentiality of 

education records such as the federal Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act and 

the Illinois School Student Records Act.  

c. Board policy 8:30, Visitors to and Conduct on School Property. Visitors may not 

disrupt the educational process. 

4. If the visitor is a parent/guardian, he or she will be afforded reasonable access as described 

above for the purpose of: 

a. Observing his or her child in the childôs current educational placement, services, or 

program, or  

b. Visiting an educational placement or program proposed for the child by the IEP 

team. 

5. If the visitor is an independent educational evaluator or a qualified professional retained by 

or on behalf of a parent or child, he or she must be afforded reasonable access of sufficient 

duration and scope for the purpose of conducting an evaluation of the child, the childôs 

performance, the childôs current educational program, placement, services, or environment, 

or any educational program, placement, services, or environment proposed for the child, 

including interviews of educational personnel, child observations, assessments, tests, or 

assessments of the childôs educational program, services, or placement or of any educational 

program proposed by the IEP team, services, or placement. If one or more interviews of 

school personnel are part of the evaluation, the interviews must be conducted at a mutually 
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agreed upon time, date, and place that do not interfere with the school employeeôs school 

duties. The Building Principal or designee may limit interviews to personnel having 

information relevant to the childôs current educational services, program, or placement or to 

a proposed educational service, program, or placement. 

6. Prior to visiting a school, school building, or school facility, a visitor must complete 6:120-

AP2, E1, Request to Access Classroom(s) or Personnel for Special Education Evaluation 

and/or Observation Purposes. This form serves to: 

a. Inform the Building Principal or designee in writing of the proposed visit(s), the 

purpose, and the duration, and 

b. Identify requested dates/times for the visit(s) to facilitate scheduling. 

7. The studentôs parent/guardian must consent in writing to the student being interviewed by the 

named evaluator as part of a visit. The parent/guardian will grant this consent by completing 

6:120-AP2, E1, Request to Access Classroom(s) or Personnel for Special Education 

Evaluation and/or Observation Purposes. 

8. The studentôs parent/guardian, or the student, if he or she is over the age of 18, must execute 

an Authorization to Release Student Record Information before an independent educational 

evaluator or a qualified professional retained by or on behalf of a parent/guardian or child 

will be given access to student school records or to personnel who would likely release such 

records during discussions about the student. If a student is over the age of 12 and the 

records contain mental health and/or developmental disability information, the student must 

also be requested to sign the Authorization to Release information before any observation by 

or disclosure of school student records or information to a visitor. 

9. The visitor must acknowledge, before the visit, that he or she is obligated to honor studentsô 

confidentiality rights and refrain from any re-disclosure of such records.  The visitor will 

provide this acknowledgment and agreement by completing 6:120-AP2, E1, Request to 

Access Classroom(s) or Personnel for Special Education Evaluation and/or Observation 

Purposes. 

10. The Building Principal or designee will attempt to arrange the visit(s) at times that are 

mutually agreeable. The Building Principal or designee will accompany any visitor for the 

duration of the visit, including during any interviews of staff members. 

11. If the visitor is a professional retained by the parent/guardian, the visitor must provide 

identification and credentials before the visit. 

12. This procedure applies to any public school facility, building, or program and to any facility, 

building, or program supported in whole or in part by public funds. The studentôs case 

manager or other District designee must facilitate such visit(s) when the student attends a 

program outside of the School District, such as at a private day program or residential 

program, provided it is supported in whole or in part by public funds.

Re: Section 504 Rights 

The Rehabilitation Act of 1973, commonly referred to as ñSection 504,ò is a nondiscrimination statue 

enacted by the U.S. Congress. The Actôs purpose is to prohibit discrimination and to assure that 

disabled students have educational opportunities and benefits equal to those provided to non-disabled 

students. 

An eligible student under Section 504 is a student who: has, has a record of having, or is regarded as 

having, a physical or mental impairment which substantially limits a major life activity such as 

learning, self-care, walking, seeing, hearing, speaking, breathing, working, and performing manual 

tasks. Many students will be eligible for educational service under both Section 504 and the 

Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA). Students who are eligible under IDEA have 

many specific rights that are not available to students who are eligible solely under Section 504. 

This notice describes the rights assured by Section 504 to those disabled students who do not qualify 

under IDEA.  The intent of this notice is to keep you fully informed concerning decisions about your 

student and to inform you of your rights if you disagree with any decisions in reference to Section

Each child of a homeless individual and each homeless youth has equal access to the same free, 

appropriate public education, as provided to other children and youths, including a public pre-school 

education. A ñhomeless childò is defined as provided in the McKinney Homeless Assistance Act and 

State law. The Superintendent shall act as or appoint a Liaison for Homeless Children to coordinate 

this policyôs implementation.  

A homeless child may attend the District school that the child attended when permanently housed or 

in which the child was last enrolled.  A homeless child living in any District schoolôs attendance area 

may attend that school.  

The Superintendent or designee shall review and revise rules or procedures that may act as barriers to 

the enrollment of homeless children and youths. In reviewing and revising such procedures, 

consideration shall be given to issues concerning transportation, immunization, residency, birth 

certificates, school records and other documentation, and guardianship. Transportation shall be 

provided in accordance with the McKinney Homeless Assistance Act and State law. The 

Superintendent or designee shall give special attention to ensuring the enrollment and attendance of 

homeless children and youths who are not currently attending school. If a child is denied enrollment 

or transportation under this policy, the Liaison for Homeless Children shall immediately refer the 

child or his or her parent/guardian to the ombudsperson appointed by the Regional Superintendent 

and provide the child or his or her parent/guardian with a written explanation for the denial.   

Whenever a child and his or her parent/guardian who initially share the housing of another person 

due to loss of housing, economic hardship, or a similar hardship continue to share the housing, the 

Liaison for Homeless Children shall, after the passage of 18 months and annually thereafter, conduct 

a review as to whether such hardship continues to exist in accordance with State law.

5. Determine the appropriate instructional program and environment for English Language 

Learners.  

6. Annually assess the English proficiency of English Language Learners and monitor their 

progress in order to determine their readiness for a mainstream classroom environment.  

7. Include English Language Learners, to the extent required by State and federal law, in the 

Districtôs student assessment program to measure their achievement in reading/language arts 

and mathematics.  

8. Provide information to the parents/guardians of English Language Learners about:  (1) the 

reasons for their childôs identification, (2) their childôs level of English proficiency, (3) the 

method of instruction to be used, (4) how the program will meet their childôs needs, (5) 

specific exit requirements of the program, (6) how the program will meet their childôs 

individualized education program, if applicable, and (7) information on parent/guardian 

rights.  Parents/guardians will be regularly apprised of their childôs progress and involvement 

will be encouraged.

Parents/guardians of English Language Learners will be:  (1) given an opportunity to provide input to 

the program, and (2) provided notification regarding their childôs placement in, and information 

about, the Districtôs English Language Learners programs.

The Superintendent shall develop, maintain, and supervise a remote educational program consistent 

with Section 10-29 of The School Code. The remote educational program shall provide an 

opportunity for qualifying students to participate in an educational program delivered by the District 

in a location outside of a school.  

The remote educational program shall: 

1. Align its curriculum with the Illinois State Learning Standards and Board policies 6:10, 

Educational Philosophy and Objectives and 6:15, School Accountability. 

2. Offer instruction and educational experiences consistent with those given to students at the 

same grade level in the District through compliance with Board policies 6:30, Organization 

of Instruction and 6:300, Graduation Requirements.  

3. Provide instructors that meet the teacher qualifications in Board policy 5:190, Teacher 

Qualifications. Instructors are responsible for the following elements of the program:  

a. Planning instruction, 

b. Diagnosing learning needs, 

c. Prescribing content delivery through class activities, 

d. Assessing learning, 

e. Reporting outcomes to administrators and parents/guardians, and 

f. Evaluating the effects of instruction.  

4. Follow the Districtôs regular school term that is established by Board policies 2:20, Powers 

and Duties of the School Board and 6:20, School Year Calendar and Day.   

5. Calculate the number of clock hours a student participates in instruction in alignment with 

Board policy 6:20, School Year Calendar and Day.  

6. Limit participation to students who are juniors or seniors or demonstrate individual 

educational need(s). Approval of students in the program will be on a space-available basis.  

7. Authorize the Superintendent or designee to approve students for participation in the 

program when the student shows evidence of:  

a. Enrollment in the District pursuant to Board policies 7:60, Residence and 7:30, Student 

Assignment and Intra-District Transfer.  

b. Prior approval from their individualized educational program (IEP) team, if applicable.  

c. How the remote educational program best serves the studentôs individual learning needs.  

d. A consistent, appropriate attendance record, no disciplinary record, and a 2.5 minimum 

grade point average.  

8. Include a process for developing and approving a written remote educational plan for each 

student participating in the program.  

9. Require students to complete their participation in the program within 12 months, unless the 

studentôs participation is extended by the District.  
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10. Require students to participate in all assessments administered by the District pursuant to 

State and federal law and Board policy 6:340, Student Testing and Assessment Program.  

11. Align with the requirements of Board policy 7:340, Student Records.  

12. Comply with other State and federal laws and align with all applicable Board policies. This 

includes the Superintendent submitting a copy of this policy to the Illinois State Board of 

Education along with any amendments to it and any data on student participation.  

13. Be monitored by the Board pursuant to Board policy 2:240, Board Policy Development and 

included as an topic for discussion in the annual report required by Board policy 6:10, 

Educational Philosophy and Objectives. It shall include a discussion of the process for 

renewal of the program when applicable.

Extracurricular and Co -Curricular Activities  

The Superintendent shall approve all District-sponsored extracurricular and co-curricular activities, 

using the following criteria: 

1. The activity will contribute to the leadership abilities, social well-being, self-realization, 

good citizenship, or general growth of members. 

2. Fees are reasonable and do not exceed the actual cost of operation. 

3. Student body desires are considered.  

4. The activity will be supervised by a school-approved sponsor. 

Building Principals are responsible for the scheduling and announcing of student extracurricular and 

co-curricular activities.  Building Principals may schedule activities as deems appropriate.  An 

attempt shall be made not to schedule student activities for grades 9 - 12 after 7:00 p.m. on 

Wednesdays and no athletic contests, games, concerts, plays, musicals or other events involving an 

audience shall be held on Wednesday evenings. 

Non-school sponsored student groups are governed by the Districtôs policy on student use of school 

buildings.  

Academic Criteria for Participation 

Selection of members or participants is at the discretion of the teachers, sponsors, or coaches, 

provided that the selection criteria conform to the Districtôs policies.  Participation in co-curricular 

activities is dependent upon course selection and successful progress in those courses.  In order to be 

eligible to participate in any school-sponsored or school-supported athletic or extracurricular activity, 

a student must maintain passing grades in four full credit (1/2 credit per semester) courses.  Any 

student-participant failing to meet this criteria will be suspended from the activity for a minimum of 

seven calendar days and until such time as the student meets the criteria.  A student participant who 

does not pass four full credit courses in a given semester will be suspended from participating in co-

curricular activities, which involve interscholastic competition for the subsequent semester.

All District classrooms and learning centers should be equipped with an evenly-proportioned, wide 

assortment of instructional materials, including textbooks, workbooks, audio-visual materials, and 

electronic materials.  These materials should provide quality learning experiences for students and:  

1. Enrich and support the curriculum; 

2. Stimulate growth in knowledge, literary appreciation, aesthetic values, and ethical standards; 

3. Provide background information to enable students to make informed judgments and 

promote critical reading and thinking; 

4. Depict in an accurate and unbiased way the cultural diversity and pluralistic nature of 

American society; and 

5. Contribute to a sense of the worth of all people regardless of sex, race, religion, nationality, 

ethnic origin, sexual orientation, disability, or any other differences that may exist. 

The Superintendent or designee shall annually provide a list of textbooks and instructional materials 

used in the District to the School Board.  Anyone may inspect any textbook or instructional material.  

Teachers are encouraged to use supplemental material only when it will enhance, or otherwise 

illustrate, the subjects being taught and to ensure it is age-appropriate.  No R-rated movie shall be 

shown to students unless prior approval is received from the Superintendent or designee, and no 

movie rated NC-17 (no one 17 and under admitted) shall be shown under any circumstances.  These 

restrictions apply to television programs and other media with equivalent ratings.  

Instructional Materials Selection and Adoption 

The Superintendent shall approve the selection of all textbooks and instructional materials according 

to the standards described in this policy. The School Code governs the adoption and purchase of 

textbooks and instructional materials.

1. The program includes an organized collection of resources available to students and staff to 

supplement classroom instruction, foster reading for pleasure, enhance information literacy, 

and support research, as appropriate to students of all abilities in the grade levels served. 

2. Financial resources for the programôs resources and supplies are allocated to meet studentsô 

needs. 

3. Students in all grades served have equitable access to library media resources. 

4. The advice of an individual who is qualified according to ISBE rule is sought regarding the 

overall direction of the program, including the selection and organization of materials, 

provision of instruction in information and technology literacy, and structuring the work of 

library paraprofessionals. 

5. Staff members are invited to recommend additions to the collection. 

6. Students may freely select resource center materials as well as receive guided selection of 

materials appropriate to specific, planned learning experiences.

Access to the Computer Network  

The Board of Educationôs goal is to include the Computer Network in the Districtôs instructional 

program in order to promote educational excellence by facilitating resource sharing, innovation, and 

communication.  The Superintendent or designee shall develop an implementation plan for this 

policy and appoint a system administrator.  

The School District is not responsible for any information that may be lost, damaged, or unavailable 

when using the network, or for any information that is retrieved via the Internet.  Furthermore, the 

District will not be responsible for any unauthorized charges or fees resulting from access to the 

Internet.   

Individual Board of Education members and administrative staff members shall be treated like 

teachers.  ñComputer Networkò includes all hardware and software as well as information accessed 

by Internet sites, E-Mail, on-line services, and bulletin board systems. 

Curriculum 

The use of the Computer Network shall be consistent with the curriculum adopted by the District as 

well as the varied instructional needs, learning styles, abilities, and developmental levels of the 

students. The use of the Computer Network shall comply with the selection criteria for instructional 

materials and library-media center materials. Teachers may, consistent with the Superintendentôs 

implementation plan, use the Computer Network throughout the curriculum. 

The Computer Network is part of the curriculum and is not a public forum for general use.  

Acceptable Use  

All use of the Districtôs connection to the Computer Network must be in support of education and/or 

research, and be in furtherance of the Board of Educationôs stated goal. Use is a privilege, not a right. 

 General rules for behavior and communications apply when using the Computer Network. The 

Districtôs Computer Network and Internet Acceptable Use Policy contains the appropriate uses, 

ethics, and protocol for the Computer Network.  Electronic communications and downloaded 

material, including files deleted from a userôs account but not erased, may be monitored or read by 

school officials.  
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Computer Network and Internet Acceptable Use Policy 

Each teacher must sign the Districtôs Computer Network and Internet Acceptable Use Policy as a 

condition for using the Districtôs Computer Network.  Each student and his or her 

parent(s)/guardian(s) acknowledges receipt and compliance with the Computer Network and Internet 

Acceptable Use Policy by signing for receipt of the Parent and Student Handbook.  The failure of any 

student or teacher to follow the terms of the Computer Network and Internet Acceptable Use Policy, 

or this policy, will result in the loss of privileges, disciplinary action, and/or appropriate legal action.

Administrative Procedure - Web Publishing Guidelines  

General Requirements 

All material published on the District Web site must have educational value and/or support the 

District guidelines, goals, and policies.  Material appropriate for Web publishing includes 

information about the District and its School Board members, agendas, policies, appropriate 

administrative procedures, Department activities or services, schools, teachers or classes, student 

projects, and student extracurricular organizations. Personal information, not related to education, 

will not be allowed on the District Web site. 

The District Webmaster shall implement a centralized process for review and uploading of material 

onto the Districtôs Web site to ensure that, before material is published, it complies with District 

policy and procedures. The District Webmaster shall supervise the efforts of all staff members 

responsible for Web publishing at each level of District Web publishing and, when appropriate, hold 

in-serve opportunities for those staff members.  The staff members responsible for Web publishing 

are identified in these procedures in the section ñDifferent Levels of Web Publication.ò  The District 

Webmaster shall provide regular feedback and suggestions to the Superintendent regarding these 

Guidelines. 

All  content published on the District Web site must: 

1. Comply with all State and federal law concerning copyright, intellectual property rights, and 

legal uses of network computers. 

2. Comply with Board policies, administrative procedures, these Guidelines, and other District 

guidelines provided for specific levels of publishing.  This specifically includes the Boardôs 

Access to Electronic Networks policy and the Districtôs procedures on Acceptable Use of 

Electronic Networks.  

3. Due to limited storage space and varying network speeds, file sizes must be kept under 50 

kilobytes unless the District Webmaster approves otherwise. 

4. Comply with the publishing expectations listed below. 

Material that fails to meet these Guidelines or is in violation of Board policy and/or procedures shall 

not be published on the District Web site.  The District reserves the right to remove any material in 

violation of its policy or procedures.  Failure to follow these Guidelines or Board policy and/or 

procedures may result in loss of privileges, disciplinary action, and/or appropriate legal action. 

Publishing Expectations 

The following are minimum expectations for all District Web pages: 

1. The style and presentation of Web published material should be of high quality and designed 

for clarity and readability.  Material shall not be published in violation of the Districtôs 

procedures on Acceptable Use of Electronic Networks, including material that is defamatory, 

abusive, obscene, profane, sexually oriented, threatening, racially offensive, or harassing or 

material that invades the privacy of any individual.  Anonymous messages are prohibited. 
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2. Correct grammar and spelling are expected. 

3. All information must be verifiable. 

4. Publications must include a statement of copyright when appropriate and indicate that 

permission has been secured when including copyrighted materials. 

5. Publications must identify affiliation with the District, school, and/or department. 

6. Widespread use of external links to non-District Web sites is discouraged, but if used, the 

external sites must contain appropriate educational materials and information as exclusively 

determined by the District. Every effort should be made to insure that all links are 

operational. Every link to an external Web site must open a new browser window.  

7. Relevant dates are required on all publications, including the date on which the publication 

was placed on the District Web site.  Each site should contain the date the page was last 

updated. 

8. All publications must include the District email address of the staff member responsible for 

the page.  This provides a contact person for questions or comments.  If a student is the 

publisher, the sponsoring staff memberôs email must be included as the responsible person. 

Only District staff members may act as student sponsors. 

9. Use of the Districtôs Web site for personal or financial gain is prohibited.  No commercial or 

private accounts should be listed on any District Web pages. 

10. All documents should be previewed on different Web browsers, especially Netscape 

Navigator and Internet Explorer, before being posted on the District Web site. 

For more information about these expectations or other issues related to Web publishing, please 

contact the System Administrator. 

Protecting Student and Staff Privacy 

Personal information concerning students or staff members, including home addresses and telephone 

numbers, shall not be published on District Web pages. 

A studentôs last name, last name initial, and grade-level shall not be published on District Web pages. 

 In addition, student records shall not be disclosed. In special circumstances (e.g., where accolades 

are warranted), the sponsoring staff member should contact the Building Principal who may seek 

permission from the studentôs parents/guardians.  Web pages shall not display student pictures with a 

student identified by his or her name unless written parental permission was first granted (e.g., by 

executing the form Using a Photograph or Videotape of a Student). Student email addresses, whether 

a personal or District account, shall not be listed on any District Web page. 

Submitting Material to Be Published 

Everyone submitting material for publication on the Districtôs Web site shall have signed an 

Authorization for Electronic Network Access.  Before material is published on the District Web site, 

the author must authorize the District in writing to publish the material, unless the District owns the 

copyright.  All material submitted by a teacher or other staff member for publication on the Districtôs 

Web site is deemed ñwork for hire,ò and the copyright in those works vests in the District. All 
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material submitted for the District Web site is subject to treatment as a District-sponsored 

publication. 

Different Levels of Web Publication 

The following guidelines provide specific information regarding Web publishing at different levels 

within the District. At each level, a staff member is identified as being responsible for Web 

publishing at that level.  This individualôs Web publishing efforts are supervised by the District 

Webmaster. 

District-Level 

The District Webmaster conducts the District-level Web publishing efforts and supervises other 

levels of Web publishing.  District-level publishing includes the Districtôs homepage as well as 

any publishing activities representing the District as a whole, e.g., information about Board 

meetings, Board policy, and schedules.  The District homepage shall have a link to an Online 

Privacy Statement.  

Department-Level 

District departments (e.g., Transportation, Personnel, or Curriculum) may publish their own Web 

pages as part of the Districtôs Web site.  The department supervisor or director is ultimately 

responsible for his or her respective departmentôs Web pages, but may appoint a staff member as 

the departmentôs Webmaster to fulfill the maintenance, reviewing, and uploading tasks.  The 

department supervisor or director shall keep the District Webmaster informed of who is the 

department Webmaster. 

The Web-published material should coincide with that departmentôs printed material.  The 

District Webmaster should be consulted before publishing potentially sensitive material, e.g., 

school comparisons or student data. 

The department front pages should maintain the look and feel of the District homepage ï the 

connection to the District should be obvious.  Links to the main Web siteôs ñhomeò must be 

included at the bottom of main pages, and the Districtôs logo must be included at the top of main 

front pages of each department. 

School-Level 

The Building Principal is ultimately responsible for his or her respective schoolôs Web pages, but 

may appoint a staff member as the School Webmaster to fulfill the maintenance, reviewing, and 

uploading tasks.  The Building Principal shall keep the District Webmaster informed of who is 

the School Webmaster.  All official material originating from the school will be consistent with 

the District style and content guidelines.  The Building Principal or School Webmaster may 

develop guidelines for the various sections of and contributors to the schoolôs Web pages. 

Staff-Level 

Any teacher or other staff member wanting to create Web pages for use in class activities or to 

provide a resource for other teachers or staff members shall notify the School Webmaster of his 

or her desired publishing activities. 
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Student-Level  

A student wanting to create Web pages on the District Web site as part of a class or school-

sponsored activity should request a teacher or staff member to sponsor the studentôs publishing 

efforts.  The sponsoring teacher or staff member shall notify the School Webmaster of the 

desired publishing activities.  The studentôs Web page must include an introduction written by 

the sponsor that describes the intent of the studentôs Web page and contains the sponsorôs 

District email address.  Student Web pages will be removed at the end of the school year unless 

special arrangements are made. 

Personal Web pages are not allowed on the School Districtôs Web server. Likewise, student Web 

pages may not contain commercial or advertising links, including links to games and 

advertisements for games.

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The Computer Network and Internet Acceptable Use Policy  

 

Access to modern information technology is essential to the Marengo Community High School 

District 154 mission of promoting educational excellence by facilitating resource sharing, innovation 

and communication. These conditions do not attempt to state all required or proscribed behavior by 

users.  The failure of any user to follow the terms established for computing devices and network 

resources will result in the loss of privileges, disciplinary action, and/or appropriate legal action.   

 

To assist and ensure such compliance, the Marengo Community High School District 154 establishes 

the following policy, which supplements all applicable MCHS policies, including sexual harassment, 

patent and copyright, and student and employee disciplinary policies, as well as applicable federal 

and state laws. 

General Principles 

Authorized use of computing devices and network resources owned or operated by the Marengo 

Community High School District 154 shall be consistent with the education, research and public 

service mission of the high school of Marengo, and consistent with this policy.  

 

Authorized users of Marengo Community High School District 154 computing and network 

resources include faculty, staff, students, and other affiliated individuals or organizations authorized 

by the Superintendent or his designee.  This policy applies to all Marengo Community High School 

District 154 computing and network resources, including host computer systems, Marengo 

Community High School District 154-sponsored computers and workstations, software, data sets, and 

communications networks controlled, administered, or accessed directly or indirectly by Marengo 

Community High School District 154 computer resources or services, employees, or students.  

 

The Marengo Community High School District 154 reserves the right to remove or limit access to 

material posted on high school-owned computers when applicable school or high school policies or 

codes, contractual obligations, or state or federal laws are violated, but does not monitor the content 

of material posted on high school-owned computers.  

 

The Marengo Community High School District 154 reserves the right, upon reasonable cause for 

suspicion, to access all aspects of its computing systems and networks, including individual login 

sessions to determine if a user is violating this policy or state or federal laws.  

 

This policy may be supplemented with additional guidelines as technology is continuously changing 

and specific needs may arise.  

User Responsibilities 

 

Privacy: No user should view, copy, alter or destroy another's personal electronic files without 

permission (unless authorized or required to do so by law or regulation).  
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Copyright: Written permission from the copyright holder is required to duplicate any copyrighted 

material. This includes duplication of audio tapes, videotapes, photographs, illustrations, computer 

software, and all other information for educational use or any other purpose. Most software that 

resides on Marengo Community High School District 154 computing network(s) is owned by the 

high school, or third parties, and is protected by copyright and other laws, together with licenses and 

other contractual agreements. Users are required to respect and abide by the terms and conditions of 

software use and redistribution licenses. Such restrictions may include prohibitions against copying 

programs or data for use on Marengo Community High School District 154 computing network(s) or 

for distribution outside the high school; against the resale of data or programs, or the use of them for 

non-educational purposes or for financial gain; and against public disclosure of information about 

programs (e.g., source code) without the owner's authorization. 

 

Harassment, Libel and Slander: Under no circumstances, may any user use Marengo Community 

High School District 154 computers or networks to libel, slander, or harass any other person. 

 

Access to Computing Resources:  

Accounts: Accounts created by a system administrator for an individual are for the personal use of 

that individual only.  

 

Sharing of access: Computer accounts, passwords, and other types of authorization are assigned to 

individual users and should not be shared with others. Users are responsible for any use of their 

account. If an account is shared or the password is divulged, the holder of the account will be held 

personally responsible for any actions that arise from the misuse of the account.  

 

Permitting unauthorized access: Users may not run or otherwise configure software or hardware to 

intentionally allow access by unauthorized users.  

 

Termination of access: When users cease being a member of the school community (e.g., withdraw, 

graduate, or terminate employment, or otherwise leave the high school), or if users are assigned a 

new position and/or responsibilities within the high school system, their access authorization must be 

reviewed. Users must not use facilities, accounts, access codes, privileges or information for which 

you are not authorized in their new circumstances.  

 

Circumventing Security: Users are prohibited from attempting to circumvent or subvert any 

system's security measures. Users are prohibited from using any computer program or device to 

intercept or decode passwords or similar access control information. 

 

Breaching Security: Deliberate attempts to degrade the performance of a computer system or 

network or to deprive authorized personnel of resources or access to any Marengo Community High 

School District 154 computer or network is prohibited. Breach of security includes, but is not limited 

to, the following: 

 

- Creating or propagating viruses  

- Hacking  

- Password grabbing  

- Disk scavenging  
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Abuse of Computer Resources: Abuse of Marengo Community High School District 154 computer 

resources is prohibited. This abuse includes, but is not limited to, the following:  

Game Playing: Computing and network services are not to be used for extensive, competitive or 

recreational game playing. 

Chain Letters: The propagation of chain letters is considered an unacceptable practice by MCHS 

and is prohibited.  

Unauthorized Access: The unauthorized establishment of a background process that services 

incoming or outgoing requests from users is prohibited.  

Unauthorized Monitoring:  A user may not use computing resources for unauthorized monitoring of 

electronic communications.  

Flooding: Posting a message to multiple list servers or news groups with the intention of reaching as 

many users as possible is prohibited.  

Private Commercial Purposes: The computing resources of Marengo Community High School 

District 154 shall not be used for personal or private commercial purposes or for financial gain.  

Bypassing School Filtering: Users of Marengo Community High School District 154 computers and 

networks shall not bypass or attempt to bypass filtering software or hardware. 

Printing:  Excessive printing of material that is not school related is prohibited and violators will be 

subject but not limited to fees and fines.     

 

Limitations on Users' Rights 

The issuance of a password or other means of access is to assure appropriate confidentiality of 

Marengo Community High School District 154 files and information and does not guarantee privacy 

for personal or improper use of high school equipment or facilities.  

 

Marengo Community High School District 154 provides reasonable security against intrusion and 

damage to files stored on the central facilities. Marengo Community High School District 154 also 

provides some facilities for archiving and retrieving files specified by users. However, the Marengo 

Community High School District 154 is not responsible for unauthorized access by other users or for 

loss due to power failure, fire, floods, etc. Marengo Community High School District 154 makes no 

warranties of any kind, whether expressed or implied, for the service it is providing and will not be 

held responsible for any damages.  This includes loss of data resulting from delays, non-deliveries, 

missed-deliveries, or service interruptions.  MCHS specifically assumes no responsibilities for the 

content of any advice or information received by a user through the use of Marengo Community High 

School District 154's computer network.  

 

Users should be aware that Marengo Community High School District 154 computer systems and 

networks may be subject to unauthorized access or tampering. In addition, computer records, 

including e-mail, are considered "records" which may be accessible to the public under the 

provisions of the law.  The user agrees to indemnify Marengo Community High School District 154 

for any losses, costs, or damages, including reasonable attorney fees, incurred by the district relating 

to, or arising out of, any breach of this policy.   

Web Policy

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154. Unless otherwise indicated, all materials, appearing on the Home Page or subsequent pages of 

specific departments, including text and photographs, are copyrighted and should not be reproduced 

without written permission from the Superintendent or designee. Home pages may not be linked to 

Marengo Community High School District 154 without being approved by Superintendent or 

designee.  

 

Sanctions 

Violators of this policy will be subject to the existing student or employee disciplinary procedures of 

Marengo Community High School District 154. Sanctions may include the loss of computing 

privileges. Illegal acts involving Marengo Community High School District 154 computing resources 

may also subject users to prosecution by State and federal authorities. To report violations or request 

further information, please contact Superintendent or designee. 
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Instruction  

Field Trips   

Field trips are permissible when the experiences are a part of the school curriculum and/or contribute 

to the Districtôs educational objectives.  

All field trips must have the Superintendent or designeeôs prior approval, except that field trips 

beyond a 200-mile radius of the school or extending overnight must have the prior approval of the 

School Board. The Superintendent or designee shall analyze the following factors to determine 

whether to approve a field trip:  educational value, student safety, parent concerns, heightened 

security alerts, and liability concerns.  On all field trips, a bus fee set by the Superintendent or 

designee may be charged to help defray the transportation costs.  

Parents/guardians of students:  (1) shall be given the opportunity to consent to their childôs 

participation in any field trip, and (2) are responsible for all entrance fees, food, lodging, or other 

costs, except that the District will pay such costs for students who qualify for free or reduced school 

lunches.  All non-participating students shall be provided an alternative experience.  Any field trip 

may be cancelled without notice due to an unforeseen event or condition.

Community Resource Persons and Volunteers   

The School Board encourages the use of resource persons and volunteers to:  (1) increase studentsô 

educational attainment, (2) provide enrichment experiences for students, (3) increase the effective 

utilization of staff time and skills, (4) give more individual attention to students, and (5) promote 

greater community involvement. 

Resource persons and volunteers may be used:  

1. For non-teaching duties not requiring instructional judgment or evaluation of students;  

2. For supervising study halls, long distance teaching reception areas used incident to 

instructional programs transmitted by electronic media (such as computers, video, and 

audio), detention and discipline areas, and school-sponsored extracurricular activities;  

3. To assist with academic programs under a certificated teacherôs immediate supervision;  

4. As a guest lecturer or resource person under a certificated teacherôs direction and with the 

administrationôs approval; or  

5. As supervisors, chaperones, or sponsors for non-academic school activities.  

The Superintendent shall establish procedures for securing and screening resource persons and 

volunteers.  A person who is a ñsex offender,ò as defined by the Sex Offender Registration Act, or a 

ñviolent offender against youth,ò as defined in the Child Murderer and Violent Offender Against 

Youth Registration Act, is prohibited from being a resource person or volunteer.

Administrative Procedure - Securing and Screening Resource Persons and 

Volunteers  

The Building Principal or designee directs the use of resource persons and volunteers within his or 

her building.  The use of any individual as a resource person or volunteer is subject to Board policy 

4:170, Safety; administrative procedure 4:170-AP2, Criminal Offender Notification Laws; and Board 

policy 8:30, Visitors to and Conduct on School Property.  Specifically, the Principal or designee 

directs recruitment, screening, placement, and training within the following parameters: 

Qualifications - Resource persons and volunteers may come from all backgrounds and all age 

groups.  The main qualification is for the individual to have a desire to give his or her time and 

talent to enrich student learning opportunities and the school community generally. 

Individuals  Not Allowed to Serve as a School Volunteer  or Resource Person - No individual 

who is a ñsex offender,ò as defined by the Sex Offender Registration Act, or a ñviolent offender 

against youth,ò as defined in the Child Murderer and Violent Offender Against Youth 

Registration Act, may serve as a resource person or volunteer.  Whenever an individual submits a 

new volunteer information form, the Building Principal or designee shall review the Illinois Sex 

Offender Registry, www.isp.state.il.us/sor, and the violent offenders against youth database 

maintained by the State Police (when available).  The Building Principal may request an 

individual to submit to a criminal history records check if the individual will be working over a 

long period of time in direct contact with students where no staff member is continuously present 

or in other situations where a check would be prudent.  In addition, the Building Principal or 

designee shall review each new list received from law enforcement containing the names of sex 

offenders (authorized by the Sex Offender Community Notification Law) and violent offenders 

against youth (authorized by the Child Murderer and Violent Offender Against Youth 

Community Notification Law) to determine if any resource person or volunteer appears on it.  

Recruitment - School personnel may recruit resource persons and volunteers through the 

following resources:  parents/guardians, parent organizations, retired teachers and other senior 

citizen groups, community businesses, local volunteer centers, and universities.  If a staff 

member, other than the Building Principal, recruits someone, the staff member must provide the 

individualôs name and address to the Building Principal. 

Role - Resource persons and volunteers serve only in an auxiliary capacity under the direction and 

supervision of a staff member; they are not a substitute for a member of the school staff. 

Resource persons and volunteers do not have access to confidential student school records. 

Selection, Placement, and Supervision - Selection and placement shall be on the basis of an 

individualôs qualifications and availability and the schoolôs needs.  The individual will be 

assigned to a staff member only with the staff memberôs consent.  The relationship between the 

individual and staff member should be one of mutual respect and confidence. 

Requirements - Each resource person and volunteer must register in the schoolôs main office at 

the beginning of each visit and wear a name tag while in the building or serving.  Unless he or 

she has already done so during the current academic year, the individual must complete an

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information form and waiver.  Absent an indication on the form that the individual may not 

qualify, the individual may proceed to the assigned activity. 

An individual is prohibited from being a resource person or volunteer if he or she behaves in any 

manner that demonstrates he or she is not a good role model or is otherwise detrimental to the 

school environment.  Examples of such behavior include: swearing, failing to be dependable, 

failing to follow the supervisorôs instructions, committing any criminal act on school grounds or 

at a school activity, touching a student in a rude or overly forceful manner, failing to dress in an 

appropriate manner, or violating any school rule. 

Training  - Each academic year, when an individual first completes the registration form, the 

Principal or designee should give the individual a copy of this administrative procedure along 

with other pertinent information.  The staff member to whom the individual is assigned is 

responsible for explaining what is expected of the individual.  The Principal or designee should 

arrange appropriate training opportunities for those volunteer activities requiring a skill or 

knowledge base, e.g., working in the computer lab.

Assemblies and Ceremonies  

Assemblies must be approved by the Building Principal and be consistent with the Districtôs 

educational objectives.  

The District shall not endorse or otherwise promote invocations, benedictions, and group prayers at 

any school assembly, ceremony, or other school-sponsored activity.

Guidance and Counseling Program  

The School District provides guidance and counseling program for students. The Superintendent or 

designees direct the Districtôs guidance and counseling program. School counseling services, as 

described by State law, may be performed by a qualified guidance specialist or any certificated staff 

member. 

The guidance program will assist students to identify career options consistent with their abilities, 

interests, and personal values. Students shall be encouraged to seek the help of counselors to develop 

specific curriculum goals that conform to the studentôs career objectives. High school juniors and 

seniors will have the opportunity to receive career-oriented information. Representatives from 

colleges and universities, occupational training institutions and career-oriented recruiters, including 

the military, may be given access to the school campus in order to provide students and 

parent(s)/guardian(s) with information.

Grading and Promotion   

The Superintendent shall establish a system of grading and reporting academic achievement to 

students and their parents/guardians. The system shall also determine when promotion and 

graduation requirements are met. The decision to promote a student to the next grade level shall be 

based on successful completion of the curriculum, attendance, performance based on Illinois 

Standards Achievement Tests, the Iowa Test of Basic Skills, or other testing. A student shall not be 

promoted based upon age or any other social reason not related to academic performance.  The 

administration shall determine remedial assistance for a student who is not promoted.  

Every teacher shall maintain an evaluation record for each student in the teacherôs classroom. A 

District administrator cannot change the final grade assigned by the teacher without notifying the 

teacher. Reasons for changing a studentôs final grade include: 

 A miscalculation of test scores, 

 A technical error in assigning a particular grade or score, 

 The teacher agrees to allow the student to do extra work that may impact the grade, 

 An inappropriate grading system used to determine the grade, or 

 An inappropriate grade based on an appropriate grading system.  

Should a grade change be made, the administrator making the change must sign the changed record.

Homework is assigned to 

further a studentôs educational development and is an application or adaptation of a classroom 

experience. The Superintendent shall provide guidance to ensure that homework: 

1. Is used to reinforce and apply previously covered concepts, principles, and skills; 

2. Is not assigned for disciplinary purposes; 

3. Serves as a communication link between the school and parents/guardians; 

4. Encourages independent thought, self-direction, and self-discipline; and 

Is of appropriate frequency and length, and does not become excessive, according to the teacherôs 

best professional judgment.

Graduation Requirements   

To graduate from high school, unless otherwise exempted, each student is responsible for: 

1. Completing all District graduation requirements that are in addition to the State requirements.  

2. Completing all courses as provided in The School Code, 105 ILCS 5/27-22, according to the 

year in which a student entered the 9th grade.  

3. Completing all minimum requirements for graduation as specified by Illinois State Board of 

Education rule, 23 Ill.Admin.Code §1.440. 

4. Passing an examination on patriotism and principles of representative government, proper 

use of the flag, methods of voting, and the Pledge of Allegiance.  

5. Taking the Prairie State Achievement Examination, unless the student is exempt according to 

105 ILCS 5/2-3.64.  

The Superintendent or designee is responsible for:  

1. Maintaining a description of all course offerings that comply with the above graduation 

requirements. 

2. Notifying students and their parents/guardians of graduation requirements. 

3. Developing the criteria for #4 above. 

4. Taking all other actions to implement this policy. 

Certificate of Completion  

A student with a disability who has an Individualized Education Program prescribing special 

education, transition planning, transition services, or related services beyond the studentôs 4 years of 

high school, qualifies for a certificate of completion after the student has completed 4 years of high 

school.  The student is encouraged to participate in the graduation ceremony of his or her high school 

graduation class.  The Superintendent or designee shall provide timely written notice of this 

requirement to children with disabilities and their parents/guardians. 

Veterans of World War II or the Korean Conflict  

Upon application, an honorably discharged veteran of World War II or the Korean Conflict will be 

awarded a diploma, provided that he or she:  (1) resided within an area currently within the District at 

the time he or she left high school, (2) left high school before graduating in order to serve in the U.S. 

Armed Forces, and (3) has not received a high school diploma or General Educational Development 

(GED) diploma.

(5) Two years of social studies, of which at least one year must be history of the United States or 

a combination of history of the United States and American government.  

(6) One year chosen from (A) music, (B) art, (C) foreign language, which shall be deemed to 

include American Sign Language, or (D) vocational education.  

(f) The State Board of Education shall develop and inform school districts of standards for writing-

intensive coursework.   

(g) This amendatory Act of 1983 does not apply to pupils entering the 9th grade in 1983-1984 school 

year and prior school years or to students with disabilities whose course of study is determined 

by an Individualized Education Program.  

This amendatory Act of the 94th General Assembly does not apply to pupils entering the 9th 

grade in the 2004-2005 school year or a prior school year or to students with disabilities whose 

course of study is determined by an Individualized Education Program.   

(h) The provisions of this Section are subject to the provisions of Section 27-22.05 [required course 

substitution].

Credit for Alternative Courses and Programs, and Course Substitutions   

[For high school and unit districts] 

Correspondence Courses  

A student enrolled in a correspondence course may receive high school credit for work completed, 

provided: 

1. The course is given by an institution accredited by the North Central Association of Colleges 

and Secondary Schools; 

2. The student is a fourth or fifth year senior; 

3. The student assumes responsibility for all fees; and 

4. The Building Principal approves the course in advance. 

A maximum of 6 units of credit may be counted toward the requirements for a studentôs high school 

graduation. 

Distance Learning Courses, Including Virtual or Online Courses 

A student enrolled in a distance learning course, including a virtual or online course, may receive 

high school credit for work completed, provided: 

1. The course is offered by an institution approved by the Superintendent or designee; 

2. The course is not offered at the studentôs high school; 

3. The student assumes responsibility for agreed upon fees (including tuition and textbooks); 

and 

4. The Building Principal approves the course in advance. 

Students may be limited as to the number of distance learning courses that apply toward high school 

credit.  Grades earned in approved distance learning courses count toward a studentôs grade point 

average, class rank, and eligibility for athletic and extracurricular activities.  The District may pay the 

fee for expelled students who are permitted to take virtual or online courses in alternative settings. 

Exchange Programs  

An exchange student will be granted a diploma if he or she completes the criteria for graduation 

established by the State of Illinois and the School Board.  The Board may grant a certificate of 

attendance to exchange students. 

District students will receive high school credit for foreign exchange courses that meet the criteria 

established in the curriculum and that are approved by the Building Principal.  International study 

course work not meeting District requirements may be placed in the studentôs permanent record and 

recorded as an international study experience. 

Summer School and Independent Study  

A student will receive high school credit for successfully completing:  (1) any course given by an 

institution accredited by the North Central Association of Colleges and Secondary Schools, and (2) 
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independent study in a curriculum area not offered by the District, provided the student obtains the 

consent of a supervising teacher as well as the Building Principal. 

College Courses  

A student who successfully completes community college courses may receive high school credit, 

provided: 

1. The student is a senior in good academic standing; 

2. The course is not offered in the high school curriculum; 

3. The course is approved in advance by the studentôs guidance counselor and the High School 

Principal; and 

4. The student assumes responsibility for all fees. 

A maximum of 6 units of credit may be counted toward the requirements for a studentôs high school 

graduation.  

Dual Credit Courses  

A student who successfully completes a dual credit course may receive credit at both the college and 

high school level.    

Foreign Language Courses 

A student will receive high school credit by studying foreign language in an approved ethnic school 

program, provided such program meets the minimum standards established by the State Board of 

Education.  

The amount of credit will be based on foreign language proficiency achieved.  The Building 

Principal may require a student seeking foreign language credit to successfully complete a foreign 

language proficiency examination. 

Military Service  

The Board may accept military service experience as credit toward graduation, provided the student 

making the request has a recommendation from the U.S. Commission of Accreditation of Service 

Experiences.  The student seeking credit shall supply any documents or transcripts necessary to 

support the request. 

A student in grades 9-12, unless otherwise stated, may submit a written request to the Building 

Principal to be excused from physical education courses for the reasons stated below. The 

Superintendent or designee shall maintain records showing that the criteria set forth in this policy 

were applied to the studentôs individual circumstances.  

1. Enrollment in a marching band program for credit; 

2. Enrollment in Reserve Officerôs Training Corps (ROTC) program sponsored by the District; 

3. Enrollment in academic classes that are required for admission to an institution of higher 

learning (student must be in the 11th or 12th grade); or 

4. Enrollment in academic classes that are required for graduation from high school, provided 

that failure to take such classes will result in the student being unable to graduate (student 

must be in the 11th or 12th grade).

A student in grades 3-12 who is eligible for special education may be excused from physical 

education courses if: 

1. The studentôs parent/guardian agrees that the student must utilize the time set aside for 

physical education to receive special education support and services, or 

2. The studentôs individualized education program team determines that the student must utilize 

the time set aside for physical education to receive special education support and services. 

The agreement or determination must be made a part of the individualized education program.  A 

student requiring adapted physical education must receive that service in accordance with the 

studentôs individualized education program.

High School Credit for Proficiency  

Proficiency Credits  

Subject to the limitations in this policy and State law, the Superintendent is authorized to establish 

and approve a program for granting credit for proficiency with the goal of allowing a student who 

would not benefit from a course because the student is proficient in the subject area to receive credit 

without having to take the course.  A student who demonstrates competency under this program will 

receive course credit for the applicable course and be excused from any requirement to take the 

course as a graduation prerequisite.  No letter grade will be given for purposes of the studentôs 

cumulative grade point average.  The Superintendent or designee shall notify students of the 

availability of and requirements for receiving proficiency credit. 

Proficiency credit will be offered in the following subject areas: 

Consumer education - In order to receive credit, a student must pass the Annual Consumer 

Education Proficiency Test developed by the State Board of Education.  A student in grades 9 

through 12 is eligible to take the proficiency examination. 

Foreign language - A student is eligible to receive one year of foreign language credit if the 

student has graduated from an accredited elementary school and can demonstrate proficiency, 

according to this Districtôs academic criteria, in a language other than English. A student who 

demonstrates proficiency in American Sign Language is deemed proficient in a foreign language 

and will receive one year of foreign language credit. A student who studied a foreign language in 

an approved ethnic school program is eligible to receive appropriate credit according to the level 

of proficiency reached; the student may be required to take a proficiency examination.  

Other proficiency testing - The program for granting credit for proficiency may allow, as the 

Superintendent deems appropriate, course credit to be awarded on the basis of a local 

examination to a student who has achieved the necessary proficiency through independent study 

or work taken in or through another institution. Proficiency testing may also be used to determine 

eligible credit for other subjects whenever students enter from non-graded schools, non-

recognized or non-accredited schools, or were in a home-schooling program. 

Course Credit for High School Diploma  

[High school and unit districts only] 

The Superintendent or designee may investigate, coordinate, and implement a program for students 

in grades 7 and 8 to enroll in a course required for a high school diploma provided that:  (1) the 

course is offered by the high school that the elementary student would attend, (2) the student 

participates in the course at the location of the high school, and (3) the elementary studentôs 

enrollment in the course would not prevent a high school student from being able to enroll.  

A student in the District, or transferring into the District, who successfully completes a high school 

course, shall receive academic credit from the School Board. That academic credit shall satisfy the 

requirements of Section 27-22 of The School Code for purposes of receiving a high school diploma, 

unless evidence about the courseôs rigor and content show that the course did not address the relevant 

Illinois learning standard at the level appropriate for the high school grade during which the course is 
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usually taken. Such a grade shall also be included in the studentôs grade point average in accordance 

with Board policy.

Achievement and Awards    

Grade Point Average, Class Rank, and Class Honor Roll  

The Superintendent shall maintain a uniform process for secondary schools to calculate, on at least a 

yearly basis, each studentôs grade point average and class rank, as well as an honor roll for each 

class. 

Awards and Honors 

The Superintendent shall maintain a uniform process for presenting awards and honors for 

outstanding scholarship, achievement, and/or distinguished service in school activities in such a way 

as to minimize bias and promote fairness. The Superintendent shall supervise the selection of the 

recipient(s).  

All donations for awards, honors, and scholarships must receive the School Boardôs prior approval.

Student Testing and Assessment Program   

The District student assessment program provides information for determining individual student 

achievement and instructional needs; curriculum and instruction effectiveness; and school 

performance measured against District student learning objectives and statewide norms. 

The Superintendent or designee shall manage the student assessment program that, at a minimum:  

1. Uses the State assessment system and any other appropriate assessment methods and 

instruments, including norm and criterion-referenced achievement tests, aptitude tests, 

proficiency tests, and teacher-developed tests. 

2. Tests the grades and subjects according to the schedule required by the State assessment 

system. The Districtôs assessment program may include testing students in grades not 

required by State law to be tested. 

3. Tracks the achievement of all students.  

4. Provides each student and his or her parents/custodians with an evaluation of the studentôs 

learning on the basis of test and assessment results. See policy 6:280, Grading and 

Promotion.  

5. Utilizes professional testing practices.  

Overall student assessment data on tests required by State law will be aggregated by the District and 

reported, along with other information, on the Districtôs annual report card. Board policy 7:340, 

Student Records, and its implementing procedures govern recordkeeping and access issues.
